To capitalise on the unit’s million-
dollar view, Ong designed a custom 
counter at the balcony; it’s paired 
with sleek black bar stools. This 
spot offers a fantastic view of the 
surroundings and is the couple’s 
favourite place to host guests, 
especially when there are  
fireworks on special occasions  
such as National Day and New 
Year’s Eve.

In the master bedroom, a brown 
rug complements the taupe walls 
and luxe leather bedframe, while 
offering a sense of continuity with 
the living room’s decor. A TV 
console also allows for additional 
storage while maintaining the 
stylish feel of the space.

To showcase the wife’s enviable 
collection of designer leather 
handbags and high heels, open 
shelves were installed along the 
length of a wall in the dressing 
room. An elegant vanity area 
featuring a wall-hung mirror 
completes the space; it’s where  
she can indulge in her daily beauty 
routine while taking in the view.
